History of the Kettle
In 1891, Captain Joseph McFee wanted to help the

vulnerable in San Francisco during the Christmas
season, but he didn't know where to get funding.

He remembered, during his earlier days in England,
seeing a large kettle where passengers coming off
nearby boats were able to toss coins to help the poor.
Captain McFee placed a similar pot at the Oakland
Ferry Landing and encouraged the public to “Keep
the Pot Boiling.” He collected enough money to host
a Christmas dinner for the poor. The first time a
kettle was used in Canada

was in Toronto in 1903.
